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Each station frame comprises a bottom cross beam and
two side uprights that are flared outwards.

+ Side upright overlaps the end of the bottom cross
beam so that screws attaching the chine log are
installed into cross-grain timber, not end-grain timber.

+ Ply Gussets both sides, in the chine corners of
each frame.

+ Side uprights and gussets are notched to accept the
chine log, and the upright is notched at the top for the
sheer clamp

Side ‘Upright’
Flare Angle amidships = (80+22) =112 degrees

STATION FRAMES

Butt Joint:

The two sheets are brought together end-to-end, with plastic sheeting beneath,
and with epoxy glue on their end edges.

A strip of plywood 200mm wide, and the same thickness as the plywood sheets,
is centred over the joint line and epoxy glued and nailed or screwed permanently
into position.

MNote that the butt strap is shortened to accommodate the chine log at one end,
the sheer clamp at the other, these to be fastened along the long edges of the ply.
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
