Another good way of
finding out who is who in
the industry is to ask the
fibreglass supplies
wholesaler as they know all

and sundry and are well
aware of who should be
avoided and who does a
proper job. 

Not saying Iʼm right, but in
my humble opinion, word of
mouth and not the Yellow
Pages are the way to go
when looking to get major
fibreglass work done. One
bloke we went to for a
quote hadnʼt rung back the
following day like he said he
would so I called him, only
to be told they were still
working it out and would call
me. That never happened,
so needless to say, I wasnʼt
going to be chasing him up
to give him any business. 
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Weʼve all thought about it, talked about it, dreamed about it. And with
hard work and no little resolve (especially when the going gets rotten) it

can work out well: a bigger, better boat - yours, for a lot less cost.
